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Core Gospel Framework
The core message of the Gospel is called the kerygma.

The kerygma informs the central mission and identity of the Church and the
identity of every baptized Christian. The most basic form of the kerygma
contains five elements. It is the declaration that:

P 1. God is love and has created me for relationship with Him.
| have broken my relationship with God by my sin.
Jesus restores my relationship with God through His life, death, and resurrection.

Jesus invites me to trust him, to turn from sin, and to give my life to Him.
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Jesus has poured the Holy Spirit into my heart to bring me to new life in His
Church and sends His Church on mission so that others can experience that

new life.

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Processing the Kerygma Experience

“The subject of proclamation is Christ who was crucified, died, and is risen: through him is accomplished our full
and authentic liberation from evil, sin and death; through him God bestows ‘new life” that is divine and eternal.
This is the ‘Good News’ which changes man and his history, and which all peoples have a right to hear.”

It has been said that we need to hear the kerygma (or core message of the Gospel) proclaimed as the kerygma
many times in order for it to take root in our hearts. This may be your first time hearing this message or it may
be a message that you know well and have heard many times.

During this experience, you may feel a great sense of joy, peace or sadness or points of resistance or obstacles.
Acknowledge how you feel. Don't be afraid to confront these obstacles: God already knows them and will help
you through them. Take time to give thanks for the opportunity to hear the Gospel in this way.
